Concrete thought is the expression of concepts and ideas in ways that can be 
seen, touched, smelled, tasted and/or heard. 
Abstract thought is the expression of concepts and ideas in ways 
that can not be seen, touched, smelled, tasted or heard.

Appearance vs. Functional
Greek thought describes objects in relation to its 
appearance. Hebrew thought describes objects in 
relation to its function.

Impersonal vs. Personal
The Greek culture describes objects in relation to 
the object itself. The Hebrew culture describes 
objects in relation to the Hebrew himself.

Passive vs. Active
Greek nouns are words which refer to a person, 
place or thing. Hebrew nouns refer to the action of 
a person place or thing.

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Data Encryption
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#2: Encrypted Communication with Father

Data encryption is a computing process that encodes plaintext /cleartext (unencrypted, human-
readable data) into ciphertext (encrypted data) that is accessible only by authorized users with the 
right cryptographic key.

Enigma Machine
The Enigma has an electromechanical rotor mechanism that scrambles the 26 letters of the alphabet. 
The Enigma machine is a cipher device developed and used in  the early- to mid-20th century to 
protect commercial, diplomatic, and military communication. It was employed extensively by Nazi  
Germany during World War II, in all branches of the German  military. The Enigma machine was 
considered so secure that it  was used to encipher the most top-secret messages.

Code  Talker
A code talker was a person employed by the military during wartime to use a little-known language as a 
means of secret  communication. The term is now usually associated with United States service 
members during the world wars who used their  knowledge of Native American languages as a basis to 
transmit  coded messages.
